Road Safety Champion Program Highlights
The Road Safety Champion Program (RSCP) is a nationally recognized certificate program
designed to develop a knowledgeable, safety-focused workforce responsible for operating,
maintaining, and designing local roads. The RSCP prioritizes safety and aims to implement
improvements that reduce fatalities and serious injuries. The program consists of seven core
modules and two career-focused pathways, and is available for Texas city and county
employees.

​All participants must complete the core modules to establish a strong foundation in roadway
safety. Upon finishing the seven core modules and one pathway, individuals will earn the Road
Safety Champion Program Certificate from the National Center for Rural Road Safety, along with
a digital badge from TxLTAP.
